Year 5 The Highwayman

Year 5 enjoyed an immersive learning experience to start our new English unit, The Highwayman. Chil-

Y1, 2 and 3 looked at Vincent Van Gogh's Sunflowers this week in art club and used pastels, colouring
pencils and their observational skills to produce some beautiful artwork of their own.
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Year 6 - Science

This week, Year 6 have been learning more about the circulatory system during our Science lessons. We
created diagrams to show how blood circulates and adverts to describe the different components that
make up our blood.
