Maths 

Our magnificent mathematicians have started a unit  
about Money. The Year 3 team have been impressed with 
the children’s knowledge of  coins and notes.  They have 

also used practical resources to help them work out a va-
riety of  word problems. The children have learnt all 

about converting pounds to pence and adding money 
Next week, the children will continue with subtracting 

money and finding change.. 

 

ICT 

Currently, we  are completing a unit about desktop pub-
lishing. This week  the children have discussed the differ-

ence between images and text. They have  learnt that 
text and images need to  be used carefully to communi-

cate  messages clearly.  The children have also  talked 
about the advantages and disadvantages of using text, 
images  or both. In our next lesson  we will think about 

how to  change  font size, colour, and type .
