English

In English this term, we are watching a short Pixar film called The
Blue Umbrella’. As an introduction to this unit, the children enjoyed
using body percussion and a variety of instruments to create a musi-
cal backdrop to a storm. In their sentence writing, the children used
precise verbs and the power of three adjectives to describe the main
character. Next week they will be exploring the range of emotions
Blue experiences as he drifts over the city.

Maths

This week, we started a new block of lessons about Shape. The chil-
dren have practised making quarter, half, three-quarter and whole
turns in clockwise and anticlockwise directions. They have explored
different types of angles and they have identified right angles in the
world around them and within 2-D shapes.

This week and next week, the focus is on the 6 and 7 times tables.

Geography
